Consolidated Fund of the State.

This order shall not be applicable to pensioners who were drawing
immediately before retirement pay in the UGC,AICTE and ICAR scales of
pay and who retired on or after 1* July 2005. Separate Orders will be
issued in respect of these pensioners.

The payment on account of the increase in dearness allowance as per this
order involving fractions of 50 paise and above shall be rounded off to the
next rupee and fractions less than 50 paise shall be ignored.
