Sub: Enhancement of  Pension/Family pension of the  
       Government  servants  who retired long ago. 

 
Read: Govt. Order No. FD (Spl) 03 PEN 2007(II) dated 6.6.2007. 
 
Preamble:   
 

As per the recommendation of the 5th State Pay Commission,  additional 
pensionary  benefits have been sanctioned  to the pensioners & Family pensioners in the 
Government Order dated: 6.6.2007 read above. 

 
While observing  that the pension of the pensioners who had retired long ago is 

very less, the 5th State Pay Commission  has recommended for enhancing their 
pension/family pension. 

 
The Government after examining the modalities of implementing this 

recommendation, has decided  to give relief  to such pensioners/family pensioners by way 
of enhancing their pension/family pension, based on the date of retirement, and has 
ordered as below: 

 
ORDER NO. FD (SPL)  27 PEN 2007   , 

BANGALORE, DATED:13th OCTOBER 2010 
 
 In view of the reasons explained in the preamble,  sanction is accorded to enhance  
w.e.f.1.4.2006 the  pension/Family pension of the Government servants who have retired 
or died while in service prior to 1.7.1993. 
 

Age of Pensioners / Family Pensioners 
as on 1.4.2006 

Additional Pension / Family Pension 
from 1.4.2006 

From 80 years to less than 85 years 20% of basic pension/family pension 

From 85 years to less than 90 years 30% of basic pension/family pension 

Above 90 years 50 % of basic pension/family pension 
 
The increase sanctioned as above, is subject to the following conditions: 
 
(1) As and when the pensioner attains the age of 80years and more the 

pension is enhanced as above. The increase in their pension in such cases 
is  paid from the begining of the month they complete the age of 80,85 and 
90 years. 

 
(2) This order is not applicable to pensioners who have retired on or after 

1.7.93. 
 
(3) This increase shall be calculated on Basic pension/Family pension as on 

1.4.2006. 
 



(4) The Treasury Officer/disbursing Banks shall in future show  the enhanced    
            amount  in the P.P.Os. as distinct element . 

 
 
(5)      The enhancement sanctioned as per this G.O. shall count for calculation of        
           D.A. from 1.4.2006.  
 
(6)     Commutation of pension is not permissible with reference to  this increase 

in pension. 
 
(7)     Pension disbursing authority viz., Banks/Treasury are authorised to pay 

additional pension/Family pension to existing pension/family pension at the 
above rates without any authorisation. 

 
(8)     Wherever the date of birth of the pensioner/Family pension exists in the 

P.P.Os. the pension disbursing authorities, based on the date of birth in the 
P.P.O. shall pay the additional pension. 

 
(9)     However  where date of birth is not indicated in the P.P.Os. the pension 

sanctioning authority should ensure that the date of birth and the age of 
pensioner/family pensioner is invariably indicated and sent to the concerned 
Treasury/Banks to facilitate payment of additional pension/family pension by 
the pension disbursing authorities. 

 
(10) The enhanced pension admissible as per this G.O. and the difference     
           amount of D.A. from 1.4.2006 shall be calculated and paid in    
           cash/credited to Bank accounts. 
 
(11)   The payment on account of the increase in pension/family pension as per 

this order involving fractions of 50 paise and above shall be rounded off to 
the next rupee and fractions less than 50 paise shall be ignored.  

 
Any difficulty encountered in the implementation of this order may be 

reffered to Special Officer (Pension) in Finance Department.
